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Asiftocriticize today's various mediaoutlets,
choosing to survive amidst the flood of explicit
images, Kumho Museum of Art's ‘Into Thin Air

is silentand direct. The exhibitionopened on

the May 27, and it refreshes the sensations of
modermn day people whose sight, touch, and
sound has been dulled by today'srelentlessly
explicit media content. The exhibition consists

of four floors, and each floor has about two or
three pieces displayed, soit mightfeellike the
exhibitionwasn't properly planned. However, from
thisarrangement, the audience can concentrate
more on eachworkin the spacious environment.
It’s like The medium is the message’ proposed by
MarshallMcLuhan, withoutany brightneonsignsto
stimulate the eyes,and each work communicates
withthe audience onaone onone level, and
leaves interpretation to be conceived fromthe
experience the audience feels with eachwork.
Asasequence that exploresarchitecture begins
with creating relationships between the scenery

and the buildings, recommend that you closely
observe the brickwallon the outside of the
museum before you enter. This s because you

will find the two dimensional patterns displayed
inthe shadow seen onthe floor that has been
developed fromthe brick wall’'s organizational
systemn. The work is Kim Suyoung's Invention N.4,
anditwas produced from solarfilmand has been
setup onthe firstfloor's glass facade. Itplaysarole
which encourages close observation, even before
you enterthe actualexhibition. Aside from this,
there are eight works that each have theirunique
characteristics, ranging from paintings, videos, set-
up, soundart,and others aspects. Corresponding
to eachwork's characteristics, each floor hasits
ownunique atmosphere. Due to the works that
utilize natural lightand artificial light, the first floor
is full of light, where the second floor has adusty
and dreamlike atmosphere, due tothe video that
portrays aredblack dessert, and artificial fog. The
third floor has various texturesof black across the
areasuchasgraphite, Indianink, rubber bands,
among others exposing themselves,and onthe
basement floor is pitch black with videos and sound
artbeing played. The order that the audience should
viewthe worksis not planned, but | recommend
viewing the ground floors and going down to

the basement floorto experience Kim Sangjin's
series of sound pieces. Itis awork that minimizes
visualinformation, and focuses on sound. As your
senses become more flexible overtime, you will
be able to more effectively experience the work.
The exhibition can be divided into black and white.
The reason for suchalimited chromatic scaleis
tofocusthe audience's senses on the beauty of
formand texture ratherthan attract attention
with bright colours. It could have been slightly
dull, but the stillworks suchas paintings and
videos are intertwined with sound art works that
the audience cantouchanddirectly experience,
sothis gives the exhibition asense of rhythm.

Lee Kyungmi [curator, Kumho Museum of Art}
explained: Like airwhich existsinaspace but
cannot be determined by asingle characteristic,
itisimportant that you see andfeel foryourself.
The exhibition’s artists are Kwon Kibeom, Kim
Sangjin, Kim Suyoung, Kim Eunju, Park Kiwon,

Rhee Kibong, Kayip+Kim Junghyun, Ha Jihooon,

and Hong Buhm. It will be openuntil Aug. 23.
