Moon Sung-Sic (born in
Gimcheon, 1980) portrays

the experiences in his own life
through frank and dispassionate
drawings. Experiences from his
childhood in the countryside,
seasonal events, and aspects of
family relationships often appear
in the artist’'s drawings. While
delicate and beautiful, these
drawings are uninhibited, like the
diary of an innocent child, and
they can have a sharp emotional
effect. Moon ‘speaks’ of the
universal truths of the human
world, where life and death,

light and darkness, coexist, and
this gives his works a broader
resonance. Moon was the
youngest participating artist at
the 2005 Venice Biennale.
